Deadlines and Dates related to Degree Completion:
· Three Weeks Before Final Exam: Request for Final Exam Submission – You must submit your Request for Final Exam to the Graduate School three weeks prior to the scheduled date of your Final Exam.  Requests for Final Exam are submitted online.  For further information and a list of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s), see http://education.washington.edu/current/resources/online_exam_request.html.  Please follow the online instructions carefully. 
· Friday, June 12: Final Dissertation Submission – If you intend to complete your degree at the end of Spring quarter, you must submit your final dissertation document to the Graduate School no later than Friday, June 12.  There are several steps involved in submitting a dissertation; consult http://www.grad.washington.edu/area/thesissubmittips.html and http://www.grad.washington.edu/area/qtrdeadlinesgrid.pdf for detailed information.

· Friday, May 1: Name Submission for UW Commencement Bulletin - If you wish to have your name printed in the UW Commencement Bulletin, you must submit your Request for Final Exam no later than Friday, May 1.  Please follow the instructions described above when submitting the Request for Final Exam. 
· Monday, May 4: Registration begins for UW Commencement Ceremony - If you plan to participate in this year's UW Commencement Ceremony, you may register beginning on Monday, May 4.  When registering, you will have the opportunity to order your academic attire (caps & gowns) and order parking permits.  Go to http://www.uwgraduation.com/ to begin registration.
(Please note: Those planning to graduate in Summer 2009 may participate in the UW Commencement Ceremony, but their names will not be listed in the UW Commencement Bulletin until 2010.)

· Sunday, May 17: Name Submission for College of Education Graduation Program - If you wish to have your name printed in the College of Education's graduation program, you must submit your name no later than Sunday, May 17. There is a link on the web site (http://education.washington.edu/news/events/grad_invite.html) where you can submit your information (please note: only Spring 2009 and Summer 2009 graduates need to submit this information; the College already has the needed information for Summer 2008, Autumn 2008, and Winter 2009 graduates).
· Sunday, May 31: College of Education Graduation Ceremony RSVP - If you plan to participate in this year’s College of Education Graduation Ceremony, please RSVP by Sunday, May 31.  A link for this purpose is available on the web site (http://education.washington.edu/news/events/grad_invite.html).  
· Saturday, June 13: College of Education Graduation Ceremony 2009 – This year’s College of Education Graduation Ceremony and Reception will take place on Saturday, June 13, 2009, from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. in the Husky Union Building Ballroom.
